Bylaws Termination of Membership

years, the board does not need to vote on them again. Member may pay retro pay 
and bring themselves back up to date.

Board changes were voted on by membership and unanimously passed with one 
member abstaining.

Bylaws Art 2 sec 2


“a majority of” was added for specification in referring to approval by the Board


Board changes were voted on by membership and unanimously passed.
Bylaws Art 2 sec 6

Removed “provided all board members agree” making it a majority and remove 
telephone from the list of objectionable means of a board meeting. Addition of 
wording that phone votes will require that board member to send a signature in a 
week’s time.


Board changes were voted on by membership and unanimously passed.
Bylaws Art 3 sec 2, sub sec 1

Remove that “except the President may not vote unless there is a tie”


Board changes were voted on by membership and there were 11 yes and 2 nays
Code of Ethics
A draft was sent out to the membership and this was reviewed and at the meeting.
The removal of the number ”12” so that it is not part of the list but a statement that the signee will do their best to uphold the ethics.
Motion to vote 1st Kristina Leach 2nd by Jason Leach. Changes were voted on by membership and unanimously passed.
